Third, with help from their 
parents, the clubbers, will be better prepared to recite their verses when they 
come to club.   
 
We ask for your support in encouraging your child(ren) to complete their hand-
book materials prior to each club week.  This way we will have the time to 
show them how to apply what they learned to their everyday lives.  A regular 
program of scripture memorization practice lasting 10 - 15 minutes each day 
will allow the clubbers to complete their sections each week.   
Book completion should be every clubbers goal!  Memorization and     
understanding are the methods to reach that goal! 
 
We would also appreciate your timeliness in dropping off and picking up your 
child(ren).  All clubs start at 4:45 and end at 7:00.  Please have your children 
at the appropriate club at 4:30 in order for them to check in before opening 
ceremonies. 
 
Again, we thank you for the opportunity to work with and minister to your child
(ren).  We consider this a trust and serious responsibility that we do not take 
lightly.

The History Of AWANA 
 

For nearly 60 years, AWANA has been a leader in children’s ministry 
helping churches and parents worldwide raise children and youth to 
know, love and serve Christ. 
 
Based in the Chicago area, AWANA is the only organization with 
fully integrated evangelism and discipleship programs for ages 2 to 
18 that actively involve parents, church leaders and mentors.  Each 
week, more than a million children and youth, 250,000 volunteers 
and 300-plus field staff take part in AWANA in over 17,000 churches 
in the U.S. and internationally. 
 
AWANA works with churches from nearly 100 different                   
denominations.  It began as a children’s program at the North Side 
Gospel Center in Chicago in 1941. Lance Latham, North Side’s   
senior pastor, collaborated with the church’s youth director, Art    
Rorheim, to develop weekly clubs that would appeal to churched and 
unchurched kids, lead them to trust Christ for salvation and grow 
them in enduring faith and service to God. 
 
Other churches learned about the success of the program and      
inquired about its availability.  In 1950, Latham and Rorheim founded 
AWANA as a parachurch organization.  By 1960, 900 churches had 
started AWANA programs.  In 1972 AWANA began its first  
international club.  Today, children and youth in more than 100    
countries participate in AWANA programs, and millions of adults are 
alumni. 
 
The founders of AWANA derived the AWANA name from the first  
letters of Approved Workman Are Not Ashamed as taken from              
2 Timothy 2:15 in the Bible. 
 
Today, 12,000 U.S. churches run AWANA with programs in all 50 
states.  AWANA can also be found in over 5,100 churches in 109 
other countries and 6 continents. 
 
AWANA is a fun an exciting way for children to learn Scripture and it 
works!

· We expect our leaders to pray for our Club on a 

regular basis 
· We expect our leaders to realize AWANA is not 

just another program, but it is a ministry of the 
church, and a place of service to God. 

 

 
 
We always welcome parents, so feel free to join us 
anytime, even if you are not scheduled.  As parents, 
we encourage you to take advantage of this time in 
your child’s life when they want you to be a part of 
their activities.  We have often observed that      
children seem to be asking the subconscious    
question, “What’s important to my mom and dad?”  
They answer that question by watching how we 
spend our time.  So we encourage you to embrace 
Parent Partnership not as an obligation, but as    
another opportunity to demonstrate your love for 
them and for God.

This will be a 
great time for you to meet other parents and get to 
know them.

Parent Partners  
 
One thing we’ve seen over the years is that Awana 
is a great program for helping children come to 
know, love and serve the Lord Jesus Christ. And if 
you’re like our family, that is your highest goal for 
your children. But we’ve also seen that getting the 
most benefit from the program requires team 
work—parents and leaders who are working to-
gether to encourage and guide children in their 
spiritual development. This is why ARBC instituted 
the Parent Partnership program. As part of the    
program, one adult from your family will be sched-
uled to attend Awana with your child once every 
four to six weeks. 
 
On your scheduled date, at least one adult from 
your family needs to be at Awana for the entire  
evening, although both parents are welcome and 
encouraged to participate. Your children, the other 
clubbers and the Awana leaders will be counting on 
you to be there! When you arrive, check in on the 
Parent Partner Bulletin Board near the check-in   
table. Make a name tag and sign in on the sheet on 
the board. You will also find a Parent Partner        
instruction card and a schedule card which lists the 
nightly schedule and room locations. Feel free to 
carry the cards with you throughout the evening.

· Always encourage your child. Children have much 

more fun when Mom and Dad show interest in their  
accomplishments. 

· Help your child to attend AWANA every week and to 
arrive on time. Club starts at 4:45. Consistency 
builds friendships, achievement, and self discipline.  
Check in times for all clubs will begin at 4:30 
pm.  Please have your child at his/her check in 
point promptly at 4:30 so that we can begin our 
Opening Ceremonies promptly at 4:45 pm.  

· During the Week, help your child prepare at least 
two to three sections.  This will ensure they will 
complete their handbook and will receive their     
special awards. *Note: Cubbies will only do one sec-
tion per week. 

· Attend all major events. Parents are always         
welcome and are encouraged to attend special 
events as a way of showing your support and ap-
proval for your child’s accomplishments. 

· Please review the discipline guidelines found later in 
this handbook with your child.  AWANA has very 
few rules of behavior, but in order to ensure that all 
clubbers have an opportunity to learn as wall as 
have fun, some rules of behavior will be enforced. 

· Please plan to pick up clubber promptly at 7:00
(Cubbies in classroom/Sparks and T&T in gym).  
Clubbers will not be permitted to leave the building 
without an adult coming to pick them up. 

· If your child needs to be excused from participating 
in Game Time, please send a note to their leader, 
otherwise, they will be expected to participate with 
all other clubbers in all activities.

Child Safety Procedures 
 

Cubbies will use a security sticker. This form must be fully          
completed in order for the teacher to know the location of      
parents and to provide special information regarding the     
clubber in regards to allergies, security, etc. A number system 
is utilized on the name tags. The informational part is stuck on 
the clubber’s back and the other portion is kept by the parents.  
The portion kept by the parents will be their receipt for pick up.  
The receipt number will be matched to the number on the   
clubber’s sticker when released to their parent. The name tags 
are disposable, and the clubber will use a new sticker each 
week. 
 
Sparks and T&T will use a wristband. A  number system is   
utilized for these also. Parents will keep the small tear-off   
number for their receipt. This receipt will be matched to their 
clubber’s wristband when they are released to their parents. 
These wristbands are also disposable and clubbers will use a 
new one each week. 
 
All clubber will only be released to adults who have their       
receipts and who are listed on the security forms.  If you do not 
have your numbered receipt and you are listed on your Child’s 
Clubber Registration Form, you may pick up your child with a 
state or federal issued photo ID (Driver’s License, Military ID, 
State ID card, etc.). Person’s other than parents authorized to 
pick up your clubber must be listed on the  Clubber Registration 
form.  If someone who is not on the Clubber Registration form 
attempts to pick up a clubber, we will hold the clubber until the 
parent/guardian is notified. 
 
Please contact the Children’s Ministry Office if there is a  
security alert regarding your child (divorce, custody dispute, 
separation, etc.)

What To Bring To Awana 
1. Bible

Your child should not bring other items with them. If you child does 
bring something which does not pertain to Awana with them and a 
leader sees it, your child will be asked to put it away and keep it out 
of sight. If a leader sees the item again, the leader will confiscate 
the item until the end of the Awana club night. 
 
There will be some nights where a special theme is being used and 
you child will be asked to bring certain items  When this is the case, 
your child will bring information home with them about what they 
should bring. 
 

Dress code 
Children and youth attending Awana should wear their uniform,   
tennis shoes and long pants. Some activities are difficult if not  
wearing these close-toed shoes and pants. 
 

Uniform Inspection Guidelines 
Clubber and leaders are expected to wear their AWANA uniform to 
each club meeting.  The goal of each AWANA Club is to have 100% 
of it attendees in uniform.  A properly worn uniform helps AWANA 
clubbers and leaders earn respect and credibility. 
 
Periodic uniform inspections will be performed by Club Directors.  
For a personal inspection of the uniform, apply this standard:  Does 
it appear neat and orderly? The club Directors will carefully examine 
clubbers’ uniforms and award Uniform Inspection Awards to      
clubbers appropriately attired.

Discipline 
AWANA uses two different counts, one for an individual and one 
for the group 
 
The “5-Count” is used to bring the group to order.  As the leader 
counts to “5”, the children should become quiet and still. 
 
The “3-Count” is for an individual. The child is given a “one” the 
first time they have misbehaved and their action is discussed so 
they understand the appropriate behavior. If the child continues to 
misbehave, they then receive a “two”. The child now sits down 
with the Club Director or AWANA Commander to discuss their  
behavior. If the child continues to misbehave or be disruptive, they 
receive a “three”, they are taken to their parents for the rest of the 
evening.  The leader will discuss with the parent the reason for 
this action. 
 
The Director should fill out an incident report if a “three” is issued.  
If this occurs, there will need to be contact between the parents 
and the Club Director before the next meeting for the child to         
return to club. 
 
If the clubber has to be taken to the parent a second time, they 
must miss the next two club meetings, and a parent must meet 
with the Club Director to discuss returning to club. 
 
If a clubber is removed from club a third time, they will not be         
allowed back into the program for the remainder of the club year. 
 
It is our prayer that no situation will have to be resolved in this    
manner, but in fairness to all clubbers and leaders, the above will 
be enforced as necessary. 
 
The Awana leaders realize that there are many family situations 
that may affect a child’s behavior.  We encourage you to let your 
child’s Awana leader know if there is any situation affecting your 
child. This helps the Awana leader to potentially minister to the 
child as opposed to just viewing the behavior as a discipline   
problem. 



 

ARBC Awana Club Rules 
 

1. Follow the instruction of your leaders. 
2. Speak to your Awana leaders with respect. 
3. Move quietly between rooms. 
4. Walk, do not run anywhere in the church. 
5. Leave rooms as you found them, pick up after yourself. 
6. Do not touch others’ things 
7. Keep your hands, feet, objects to your self at all times. 
8. Stay in your room unless a leader gives you permission to 

leave. 
9. In order to participate in Game Time, you must wear the 

proper shoes (sneakers) and clothing. 
10. Respect each other, no swearing, fighting, hitting or  

pushing. 
 

Other information: 
· Club Attendance —The club year is divided into four 

attendance periods. During each period, a clubber may 
only miss two club nights and still qualify for this award.  
Clubbers who are on vacation or out of town may attend 
a local Awana Club and obtain a signed statement from 
that club’s leader. When a signed statement is received 
from another Awana Club, the clubber will receive full 
credit and still qualify for the club attendance award. 

· Church/Sunday School Attendance — The club year 
is divided in two Sunday School attendance periods.  
During each 16-week period, a clubber may only miss 
two Sundays to qualify for this award. Clubber need not 
attend Sunday School at Annistown Road Baptist 
Church. Attendance at another church is acceptable 
and must be verified by the clubber each club night. 

· Handbook Sections — Clubbers must pass sections 
with no more than two helps. A help equals three words 
or less, or any other hint. Clubbers must pass an entire   
section during one session. They cannot quote one 
verse, then look at the book before saying another 
verse in the same section.

Wellness Policy 
 
As we all know, sickness can spread amongst  
children, potentially affecting the other children in 
your child’s Awana group, and their families.

· Fever—100 degrees or higher within the last 24 

hours 
· Vomiting within the last 24 hours 
· Diarrhea within the last 24 hours 
· Runny nose if accompanied by other symptoms 

and/or colored discharge 
· Bad Cough—coughing increases the chance of 

infection being spread to others 
· Any rash that is suspected to be contagious 
· If your child is prescribed an antibiotic, they must 

have been on the antibiotic for a minimum of 48 
hours prior to attending Awana

The AWANA Store (Sparks and T&T) 
 
What is the AWANA Store 
 
Our purpose at ARBC’s AWANA Club Store is to reach boys and girls with 
the gospel of Christ and to train them to serve Him.  This training involves 
a tremendous amount of scripture memorization.  Having God’s word    
hidden in the clubber’s hearts is a priceless reward in itself.  But some-
times children do not realize how important hiding God’s word in our heart 
is!  (And children are not alone, even adults lose track of the importance of 
Scripture memorization from time to time.)  So, we provide an incentive for 
the clubbers to work extra hard and memorize as many verses as possi-
ble.  Even though they receive the regular uniform awards and other items, 
we provide the AWANA Store as an added incentive.  We have stocked 
our store with toys, games, jewelry, and various other items that clubbers 
will enjoy. 
 
They earn “AWANA Bucks” for each verse recited, as well as various other 
contests or challenges. The clubbers accumulate their Bucks, and can 
spend them once a month. The store will be located in the Fellowship Hall 
and is staffed from 4:00 - 4:30 and then again from 7:00 - 7:30.

Cubbies is the AWANA club designed for children who are in the 
two years prior to beginning regular kindergarten. The Cubbies 
program features scripture memorization and basic Bible truths 
preschoolers can understand.  The program materials assist and 
encourage parents to actively participate in their child’s spiritual 
development. 
 
The Cubbies Uniform Vest 
Cubbies’ learning is reinforced best through one or more of their 
senses. In addition to serving as an awards display, the Cubbies 
uniform also serves as a positive tool for discipline. It promotes a 
visual sense of order and belonging to their club. Wearing the   
uniform vest helps Cubbies feel like part of the club and             
encourages them to act accordingly. 
 
Cubbies Discipline 
The Cubbies program utilizes a biblical approach to discipline.  
Rather than discipline taking the form of punishment, “nurturing,” 
discipline focuses on disciple making. With this approach, Cubbies 
learn about unconditional love, right and wrong behaviors,         
obedience, and self control. 
 
Behavior Guidelines 
Our behavior guidelines here at Cubbies are simple, however, we 
are strict on them for the sake of our children, teachers and God’s 
work in the lives of our children. 
 
Our three rules in Cubbies: 
 
1. Listen when it is not your turn to talk 
2. Keep hands and feet to yourself.

Clubbers are encouraged to help support an overseas Awana 
Club by donating through the Adopt-A-Club (AAC) program.  
Clubbers place quarters in their ACC banks (we supply the 
first bank, parents purchase more as needed) and turn them 
in at two AAC Goal nights scheduled throughout the club 
year. The AAC banks are reusable for each Goal night.  
AWANA does offer patches for participating in Adopt-A-Club.  
To receive the Adopt-Club award, the child must fill up an 
Awana Adopt-A-Club coin card bank ($5) and return it to the 
Awana leaders. These offerings given through out the year 
can also be used to complete the missions activity in some of 
the handbooks. This year we have adopted a club in  
Kazakhstan.  
 
Heart to Hand (H2H):   
Clubbers are encouraged to bring non-perishable food items 
and toiletries for donation to the Southeast Gwinnett County 
Co-op throughout the club year. The Co-op provides a way to 
minister to families in crisis in the Snellville, Loganville and 
Grayson areas.  
 
North GA Awana Missionaries: 
We support Pete and Nancy Cyprian, the North Georgia 
Awana Missionaries. They equip churches and parents to 
present the gospel to children and youth and they enable 
churches to provide parents with encouragement and  
Instruction.

AWANA Awards 
 
Each AWANA Clubber has the opportunity to earn exciting awards.  These awards 
can be worn on the uniform.  The awards you will see listed below are only the 
basic ones, others are given for completing one or more years of handbook work.  
NOTE:  Awards may only be given when a child is in uniform .    
 
Awards Ceremony:  This is a very special year end event held for all clubbers to 
celebrate their achievements for the year.  Clubbers who have completed their 
handbooks will earn their book ribbon or plaque. 
 
*Please note that this is a brief overview of what the general parts of a Awana night 
are.  Each club may have different components that are age appropriate to its  
clubbers. 
 
These awards should be displayed and worn cheerfully.  They represent good 
achievement and spiritual growth in the knowledge of God and His Word.  We will 
encourage all young people to strive for their highest potential. 
 
Each child works at his/her own pace and will be guided and helped by a caring 
leader.  Please note that in Sparks and T&T, to complete a handbook in one year, 
your child should have two to three sections ready to be completed when they  
arrive each week.

Clubbers must pass sections in order.  Clubbers must pass an entire section during 
one session.  They may not quote one verse, then look at the verse before saying 
another verse on the same section. 
 
Club Attendance    Same as Bible Drill 
     (must attend 6 of the 8 weeks  
     of each quarter) 
 
Sunday School    Attendance Patch 
     (must not miss more that 2  
     weeks in half of the club year)       
 
Clubber Of the Month:  This award is for Sparks and T&T.  This award is           
determined by how many sections are said in a month. The awards are presented 
to the children in the Worship Service at the start of the service each month.   
  

When a individual Cubbie is misbehaving we use a “3 count”. 
Cubbie leaders utilize a “5 count” call to keep meeting time 
orderly.  To initiate the “5 count” the Leader claps his/her 
hands and calls out., “Calling all Cubbies!”  He or she then 
raises one hand and begins to count to five slowly, while 
holding up the appropriate number of fingers.  As soon as 
other leaders hear the count, they also stop what they are 
doing and raise one hand also.  Cubbies should be quiet and 
paying attention by the count of 5. 
 
The first time a child is called down we will do so quietly, 
one-on-one, for a time out.  Time out is usually one minute 
for each year old a child is...for example; a three-year-old 
would have a time out for three minutes, a four-year-old for 
four minutes. 
 
The second time a child is called down they will be sent out 
of the classroom with a leader for time out. 
 
The third time a child is called down we will remove the child 
from the room until you come and get him/her.  A that time 
we will inform you of what happened and what disciplinary 
action was taken. 
 
Physical contact between children or continued infractions 
could result in parental supervision in classrooms for one 
month to help the child adjust to a classroom setting. 
 
Please understand we do not mean to be overly harsh.  In 
fact, we give much grace. However, we must  “stick to our 
rules.” Help us by reviewing appropriate behavior in the 
house of God with your children, so that everyone who 
comes here can truly grow in Christ and experience Him in 
worship.  
 

Parents are required to be on campus while your chi ld 
participates in the Cubbies Program! 

 



 

Parent Responsibilities 
 

Although you, as a parent, aren’t present during Book Time, you will 
be the one to help the child complete the week’s Bear Hug. 
 
· Understand how important it is for you to spiritually nurture your 

child 
· Work with your child to memorize the verse for the week.  This will 

get them ready for reciting and earning their award each week. 
Our leaders are willing to assist your child also, but are not        
responsible for this work of memorization each week. 

· Understand and make use of the memorization techniques. 
 

HOP-HOP-HOP Memorization Method 
 
Teach Children their verses by: 
· HOP 1—REPEATING the verse over and over to the child,        

explaining what it means. If the verse is short, say all the words,   
If it is a longer verse, teach it one phrase at a time. 

· HOP 2   - ASKING the child to repeat it to you several times. 
· HOP 3 - SHOWING how the meaning of the verse relates to their 

lives.  Do this through a sensory activity or experience. (“Tom, this 
verse tells us God created the great light.  Look outside the      
window. What great lights do you see? That’s right. The moon. Did 
you know God created the moon? Each time you see the moon, or 
the stars, think of this verse). 

 
Preschoolers and Bible truths 

 
The goal of the Cubbies program is to develop foundations for faith in 
preschoolers.  This means that your Cubbies should be encouraged 
not only to complete Bear Hugs, but also to learn the Bible truths in 
each.  As a result, the Cubbies program is not about competition. 
 
Everyone who completes the base level lessons will be rewarded.  
These base level awards are worth celebrating. Get excited about 
these achievements! It is great if some clubbers achieve at a higher 
level, but the end results should be everyone doing what they can.  By 
celebrating base level achievements you encourage your clubber to do 
well.

T&T is for 3rd  - 5th Grade boys and girls.  T&T brings fun for 
everyone, with its colorful handbooks.  Here is some           
information that may help you: 
 
· Each clubber begins in the Start  Zone. 
· The handbooks are split into two series. The first series is 

called the Ultimate Adventure. These handbooks are for 
the 3rd and 4th grade. The second series is the Ultimate 
Challenge. These handbooks are for the 5th and 6th 
grade. 

· Achievements are divided into eight segments called 
“Discoveries” in the Ultimate Adventure series and 
“Challenges” in the Ultimate Challenge Series. Each     
segment contains seven sections. 

· Each Discovery and Challenge segment contains 2 Silver 
and 2 Gold level sections.  These sections are not required 
for the book completion, but can be done for extra credit 
after the book is completed. 

· Clubbers complete the first handbook in a series, no    
matter when they start club. 

· Most clubbers can complete one handbook each club year. 
 
Registration/Pick up 
Parents will attach a wristband around their child’s wrist and 
keep the numbered receipt. Then proceed to the T&T check in 
table. T&T clubbers will be picked up in the gym. The receipt 
numbers will be check at the door as you are leaving with your 
child. 
 

Passing Sections 
 

Each Clubber will need to work on the verse of the week at 
home.  Daily work is most profitable.  We will make every effort to 
help unprepared clubbers pass the section for the night. 
· Every clubber will be working on the same verse at the same 

time.  Please refer to his/her Cubbie Calender for the weekly 
Bear Hug to be studied. 

· After completion of the Bear Hug Brochure, Cubbies will    
receive their Hopper/Jumper Handbook and will be eligible for 
their uniform. 

· If a Cubbie comes for the first time several weeks after the 
club starts, he will begin working on the Bear Hug Brochure.  
Once it is completed, the clubber starts working in their  
handbook.  The clubber will begin with the same Bear Hug 
the rest of the class is working on.  The clubber can work   
independently to the learn the Bear Hugs prior to the one they 
started with in order to complete the handbook and receive 
an award at the end of the year. 

· Each Clubber must have his own handbook with them at club 
in order to pass a Bear Hug. If a clubber does not have his 
handbook with him, he can make up the Bear Hug he missed 
the next club night. 

· Listeners are allowed to give two “helps” per Bear Hug. 
· Three-year-olds are not required to know the scripture       

references.  Four-year-olds must say the scripture reference. 
 

Main Segments of a Typical Evening 
· Opening ceremony is a time when we sing the Cubbie Song 

and recite the Cubbie verse. This time settles everyone into a 
great learning time. 

· Story time with Bible songs and foundational Biblical Truths 
about God, Jesus and the Bible. 

· Book Time follows during which your child will be encouraged 
and motivated to learn Bible Verses. 

· Snack and Activity Time.  (There will be a sign up sheet  to 
take turns bringing in a snack) 

· Playtime to get the wiggles out!

Parent Participation 
 
Sparks is a work at you own pace club.  Clubbers 
are expected to come to the weekly meetings      
prepared to say their verses and pass sections.  You 
are, therefore, an important part of your child’s     
success in this program.  Help your child prepare for 
club each week by spending time at home with him/
her reading and reviewing handbook material.  We 
recommend reviewing a few minutes each day.  
Clubbers are give two helps per section that they  
recite and are expected to know the reference of 
their verse. 
 
Note:  We have approximately 32 weeks to recite 
verses.  Clubbers wishing to earn their handbook 
award will need to pass approximately 2 sections 
per week in order to complete their handbook by the 
end of the year. 

 



 

Sparks Specifics: 
 
Sparks handbooks contain Bible verses to memorize 
and other crafts or activities.  Before receiving a      
handbook, new Sparks must first pass the “Flight 3:16” 
entrance booklet.  Upon completion of this booklet the 
clubber receives a Sparks Membership Card and is     
eligible to start working in the first of three handbooks 
available in Sparks (HangGlider (K), WingRunner (1st), 
and SkyStormer(2nd)).  
 
Each handbook has three parts  - the red jewels, the 
green jewels, and the review.   
 
The goal each year is to complete one handbook, which 
means to complete the red and green jewels.  These 
sections can then be repeated and followed by the      
review section to earn additional awards. 
 
Red Jewel Sections  - these are memorization tasks.   
 
Green Jewel Sections  - these are memorization tasks 
 
Blue Jewels  - Blue Jewels are earned for regular club 
attendance each quarter.  Clubbers who have missed 2 
or less days for the quarter will earn a blue jewel for that 
quarter. 
 
Review Sections  - After going through the handbook 
once, Sparks may repeat the red and green jewel      
sections.  They are given no helps this time through.   
 
It is helpful for Sparks leaders if you note which verses 
your child has prepared for.  This way we know exactly 
which verses to have him/her recite.
