Dear Children’s Ministry Leader,

Yes! It’s that time again. And because you are already engaged in children’s ministry at
Annistown Road, I am sending this letter to you before anyone else.

Plans are underway for a wonderful camping opportunity for the elementary-age children of
ARBC. We'll be leaving ARBC on Sunday, July 11, for five nights and six days at Camp Lee,
which is an awesome Christian camp located in the Appalachian foothills of Anniston, AL.

In my 17 years of being a Children’s Pastor, I have found no better catalyst than Children’s
Camp to stir spiritual revival and awakening in the lives of children (and counselors). This year
we are once again using Gospel Light’s VBS material (this year’s theme is SonHarvest County
Fair) to set the foundation for our biblical teaching. While at camp, our kids will go deep into
God’s Word as they learn about the Fruit of the Spirit from Galatians 5:22-23. Our daily
mottos are: Grow Love, Sprout Joy, Plant Peace, Produce Patience and Pick Kindness.

Last year’s camp was amazing and I know that we’ll see a great influx in campers this year as
a result of word of mouth from last year’s success. My prayer is that we register 75-100 kids
this year. In order to facilitate this number, I will need a mix of 25-30 adults/youth to attend
with me as counselors and activity leaders. Camp Lee offers many staffed activities such as a
Zip Line, Rock Water Slide, Low-Ropes, Canoeing, Swimming, etc. but I am planning on
offering additional activities for the kids, which include: Archery, Crafts, Cooking/Baking,
Quilting, Sports, Music and Hiking. These additional activities will need to be staffed by
ARBC camp personnel. All ARBC staff will also serve as counselors to our campers!
